You may choose any book you like, but you may not choose the same book as another student.  Students who choose a book that is on the list of challenged/banned books will need to provide proof of parental approval.  If you plan on staying in AP English classes and attending college you should select a classic piece of literature, if you aren’t planning on staying in you might select something lighter.  BE SURE TO Read the book you choose (a simple but occasionally overlooked step).  Please do not select a book you’ve already read.  Please see me if you need help selecting a book.  Books must be selected by Friday January 20, 2012
The only ones you are not allowed to read: Twilight, House of Night Series, The Uglies Series, The Hunger Games, Harry Potter series, or anything we’ve read in class.   You must select a book that is age-appropriate so if your book is on a 6th grade reading list you can’t read it.  ALL BOOKS must be a minimum of 225 pages.  
· Timed Essay Test (100 points) – A test will be given the day on which the assignment is due. (March 10th,2012)

· Novel Report (100 points) – you must identically format it on your computer.  Use MLA documentation with the quotes and make a Works Cited entry for the book at the end of the report form.  Any blanks = unpleasant consequences (possibly including but not limited to a zero for this part of the outside reading assignment). 
· Class Presentation (100 points) –Think of this part as “selling” the book to your classmates.  Provide a summary of the book and you must have a visual aid of some sort.  You may:  dress in character, provide a 10 slide presentation, write a song about the character or book, make a “movie” version (summary) of your book to be shown in class, make a movie/book poster.  Or any other creative way you can think of selling you book to your classmates.  This part of the assignment will be due by random drawing the week of March 12th -16th
· Vocabulary Illustration (50 points) - Choose two Greek/Latin roots – ante, bene, contra, de, ex, hyper, inter, macro, mal, multi, non, pan, semi, sub, trans.  Locate a vocabulary word within the novel that utilizes the root, and create a Frayer model for each of these two vocabulary words. Supply the boxes of the Frayer model with the information given below.
