So… here’s how it works: 
1. Pick a book.  Pick a great book. Try to find one that you can’t put down.  It should be a fiction novel containing at least 100 pages and preferably written in first person narrative since that is our main mode of writing this year.  It should be a book on your reading level.  If you’re not quite sure, just ask me. Then bring that book to class EVERY Friday until you finish it. We read for 40 minutes..  You will receive 50 points each Friday (25 points for actually reading and 25 points for your reading log). Easy, right? Since the goal of this Friday reading day is to sustain reading during the class hour as well as sustain reading through an entire novel, it is important for you to bring your book EVERY single Friday!  Don’t forget!  Don’t come to class with a different novel because you forgot yours.  If you forget, I’ll have a book for you to read that you won’t have chosen and you won’t get your points.  My personal books on my bookshelf are off limits because I paid for all of those and too many have walked away.  If there’s one you’re dying to read and we can’t find it in the library, come see me.  
2. You should have your reading log on your desk with paper to write your reading log entry.  

3. These aren’t bedtime stories! (  Sleeping will result in a complete loss of the sustained reading grade. If you sleep, you have to stand up while we read, so get your rest at home. 
After you read (ten minutes before class ends) choose two of the following items for your reading log.
1. Write a 5 sentence description of a character in your book.

2. Define the conflict or problem presented in the pages you have read today in 5 sentences.

3. Make a prediction about how the conflict will be resolved in 5 sentences.

4. Summarize in 5 sentences what you have read today.

5. Describe in 5 sentences how what you have read today relates to your life or something that has happened to you.

6. Comment on a particular quote from today’s reading in 5 sentences.

7. Sketch a quick drawing, and comment on its symbolism to your chosen novel in 5 sentences.

8. Identify with a character in your book and relate it to your personal life in 5 sentences.
